A big congratulations to Braydan Neilson on winning the 
event with his 66 of the stick. This gave him a nett score of 18. Well done to Matise Shanahan on a 
very solid 67 of the stick to finish runner up with a nett score of 27. Looking at some of the 
scoring,  it was an impressive display for the kids in cold conditions. The boys and girls long drives 
were won by Oscar Cameron & Bonnie McMillan. The girls nearest the pins didn’t go off, but for the 
boys it was won by Kade Whymark. 
 
With most kids that played on the weekend having played the first event at Wodonga. You will now 
see their handicaps move according to how they played on Sunday. How we adjust the handicap is 
based on the average nett score of all players that have a JOM Handicap in the field. The average for 
yesterday was a tad under 31. So for ever shot you were under the average score you lost 0.5 per 
shot. For every shot you were over you have picked up 0.1 shot. The kids that played there first 
event on Sunday now have an official JOM handicap.  
 
Now we move on to the MDGA Drummond Cup for the kids with GA handicaps. In another 
competitive group we saw Chase Doyle take out the win on a count back scoring 18 points. The 
runner up was Harry Plunkett who finished on 18 points as well.  Unfortunately, the boys long drive 
was not won as no one hit the fairway. The nearest the pin was won by Chase Doyle.
